She has also been leading a university-school collaborative research project
on teachers’ practical knowledge, as the theoretical foundation for teacher profes-
sional development. By now Prof. Chen has published 10 books (including editing)
and over 100 articles on education and research methodology.

Ronald Thorpe became president and CEO of the National Board for Professional Teaching
Standards (NBPTS) on December 5, 2011. He is charged with overseeing all aspects of the
organization’s operation and setting the course for the National Board’s second quarter-century.

His appointment comes after a long career devoted to the professional development of
educators. The roots of that career began in 1974 when he became a teaching fellow in Latin and
Greek at Phillips Academy Andover in Massachusetts. At the time, legendary educator Ted Sizer was
head of the school, and Thorpe went on to become Sizer’s assistant, a position he held until 1980
and which he credits for shaping his vision of the ultimate aims of education.

In 1990, he joined the staff of the Geraldine R. Dodge Foundation, a step that kept him
in the foundation world for most of the next dozen years as senior vice president for program at the
Rhode Island Foundation and senior program officer at the Wallace Foundation. In 2003, he became
the vice president for education at WNET - the nation’s flagship public television station in New York
City - where he was the architect of the Celebration of Teaching & Learning, a world-class confer-
ence that attracts more than 10,000 preK-12 educators from all 50 states. He also served on the
planning team for the historic International Summit on the Teaching Profession which precedes
Celebration and is hosted by U.S. Secretary of Education Arne Duncan and includes ministers of
education and national teacher union leaders from 16 countries.

Thorpe is the author of numerous articles and commentaries on education, technology
and philanthropy, and was the editor of “The First Year As Principal” (Heinemann, 1995). He also
was the executive producer of “Where We Stand: America’s Schools in the 21st Century,” a national
PBS broadcast hosted by Judy Woodruff in September 2008.
